Multiple Schools option was selected. This occurred because a School ID was required and did
not exist within the data attempting to be uploaded. The following is a list of modifications
made to correct this issue:

An additional option called One District, No School Score has been added to the scope
of the source file dropdown list on the Score Import Wizard. This option allows users to
import scores from multiple schools within a district without requiring a School ID.

If One District, No School Scope is selected, School ID is not required to be mapped.

Objects now
expand/collapse in a hierarchy format with objects in the same level of hierarchy listed
alphabetically. A DIS Objects checkbox has been added to allow users to select/deselect all
objects at once. The Check Dependencies checkbox has been added. Functionality has been
updated so that when an object is selected and the Check Dependencies checkbox is marked, all
appropriate parent objects tied to the object within the hierarchy are selected and set to

synchronize. Users have the ability to select/deselect any objects before initiating
synchronization.
